The Evil One can easily counterfeit  OTL.  OTL can be and is imitated by Satan often. Satanic priest, occultists, witches, pagans, the insane, the demon and the possessed speak in tongues. The 1st symptom of demon possession listed in the official Rite of Exorcism is speaking in tongues.  This does not mean that all those who speak in tongues are possessed. No! It means that the Evil One can and does imitate OTL and other gifts - or even imitate an "angel of light"  (2 Cor 11:14).  Thus we need to be very careful and not seek these gifts but only to accept them if the Lord gives them to us. 

Three Apostles (Sts Paul, Peter and John), the Council Fathers of Vatican II and two Doctors of the Church (St. Thomas Aquinas and St. John of  the Cross) urge great caution concerning the extraordinary gifts.

Thanks for sharing this story.  This should serve as a red alert to any person who wants to harm another person with the help of  demons using satanic curses (SC).  The first thing to be said about SC is that whoever does the SC – as well as the person who may have asked for the curse to be done – will be the first ones affected by the demonic spirit..  They will suffer some type of diabolic influence, oppression/obsession and possibly possesion. The evil they wish on another will come back to them. A demon is never invoked in vain. But is a curse effective against the person to whom it is directed? 

This depends on God’s will. It is the same as with accidents, illnesses or misfortunes. God allows us to experience both good and evil because this life is a period of trial and purification. Of course, the person who prays and lives in God’s grace is protected. The more one prays and lives a spiritual life, the more one is protected.

"Episcopal consecration confers, together with the office of sanctifying, also the offices of teaching and ruling. . . . In fact . . . by the imposition of hands and through the words of the consecration, the grace of the Holy Spirit is given, and a sacred character is impressed in such wise that bishops, in an eminent and visible manner, take the place of Christ himself, teacher, shepherd, and priest, and act as his representative (in Eius persona agant)."37 "By virtue, therefore, of the Holy Spirit who has been given to them, bishops have been constituted true and authentic teachers of the faith and have been made pontiffs and pastors." 

It simply means a bishop (in communion with Rome ) is an ordained minister who holds the fullness of the sacrament of Holy Orders and is responsible for teaching the faith and ruling the church. That is, as faithful catholic in communion with Rome ,  we MUST obey the bishop (in communion with Rome ) in matters of faith and moral.!  (Hebrews 13:17  and Matthew 16: 19)

§2. The local ordinary (bishop) is to give this permission only to a presbyter (exorcist priest) who has piety, knowledge, prudence, and integrity of life.

as I explained in my previous emails. 
An exorcism is a liturgical (Church) rite carried out on people who are possessed. Deliverance prayer is a series of private prayers prayed over people who suffer from some type of demonic influence. 

The liturgical rite of exorcism, is a sacramental, and, as such, it is instituted by the Church. It requires authorization from the bishop and should be carried out only by the exorcist when he is certain that a person is possessed by a demonic spirit. In deliverance prayer, the priest is not sure as to the extent of demonic oppression. Exorcism requires prayer and fasting, and requires a long period of discernment to determine if the problem is not, in fact, psychological. 

In all the cases you documented,  you have performed deliverance (private) prayers which are not exorcism.  During oppression, the demonic spirit tries to manipulate the human will through temptation, intimidation, and other nasty influences that the individual can usually resist. But when possession occurs, the inhuman spirit no longer attacks the 'victim', it becomes the 'victim' so to speak. Seizing the body of the victim and impose its will over that of the human spirit is the ultimate goal of the demonic spirit.  Many times, the possessed looks just like you and me, except for one thing: the eyes.  The eyes are not drooping or half-sleep, they are wide open, alert, wild bestial and full of hate.  Once possession takes place, the demonic spirit will either seek to mutilate the body it inhabits or kill it.  The demonic spirit isn't content simply to possess the body: its mind is fixed on death. The basic motive behind possession  is that 'One can kill many'. 
In several official exorcism cases documented by my spiritual director, the possessed levitate off the bed with the victim's hair yanked out of the scalp by invisible hands. The possessed individual throw up gallons of excrement with incredible strength.... etc..etc.  My spiritual director has been an exorcist for a total 24 yrs and I am one of his only 2 assistants in the prayer team. We always work as a team. I am authorized by the bishop to perform deliverance prayer and I have conducted deliverance prayers. 

The toughest exorcism that my spiritual director performed was in Africa , it took him over a month to expel Satan/Lucifer and the demons who belonged to the first fallen Angelic Hierarchy: Seraphim ,Cherubim and Thrones.  The possessed was the village witch doctor who obtained his power by signing a pact with Satan. 

In return, the possessed had to offer monthly Satanic Blackmass using 

aborted babies as their offerings. Before Lucifer and his legion was cast out, Lucifer howled like a pack of wolves, the terrifying noises sounded aloud as they came out of the mouth of the possessed struck those present with a terrible fear that penetrated the very marrow of their bones. 
Rome's most famous exorcist, Fr. Amorth also documented an exorcism  that lasted for 3 years because the victim signed a pact with Satan with her blood. There were 12 steps in the satanic pact.  Fr. Amorth and the victim must reject each step one by one. Two other exorcists failed this  case earlier because they did not undo the 12 steps in the Satanic pact. 

Official exorcism cases indicated the possessed who had abortions, were the most difficult cases to handle.  The demons who have angelic natures belonging to the highest choirs are the most difficult to drive out of a body. 

Exorcism is NOT a battle. It is a war which is won only when the demonic abandons the possession of the individual because it can no 
longer endure exposure to all that is opposite to itself,  the Holy. That is, the exorcists will win the war because of the authority and power from Christ but the exorcists may loose a few battles. No pain no gain!. 

In exorcism, as with any ministry, there is a distinction to be made between power and authority.  Luke 9:1  Jesus called the twelve apostles  together and gave them power and authority over all demons. In Mark 3:14-15, Mark 6:7, Mathew 10:1 and Mathew 10:7-8 Jesus places particular importance on this power and authority. Jesus places this distinction, is seen in Jesus' response to the twelve in Mark 9:29.   The twelve had full authority but needed to increase their power over the demons by growing in holiness (prayer and fasting). 

Later, the same authority and power to cast out demon is extended to the seventy-two disciples.  Mark ends his Gospel with the words Jesus uses to grant the power to cast out demons to ALL who believe in Jesus (Mark 16:17) which you quoted as a justification that you don't need bishop's permission to exercise diabolic spirits from the possessed. 

Virtually all of today's bible scholars believe the extra-ending (Mark Chapter 16 verses 9 - 20) were not written by St. Mark, These verses were added by 1st century Christians. They tried to complete St. Mark Gospel by adding scenes that they thought St. Mark should have added himself. 
Mark 16:9-20 were meant to inspire the early missionary church to go into the whole world and proclaim the gospel to every creature (Mark 16:15). 

During the first four centuries of the Early Church , every believer could expel demons, using the power of Christ (in the name of Jesus, I order you.....) based on Mark 16:17.  This factor played a significant role in apologetics, because it positioned Christians in direct confrontation with pagan exorcists. Pagan exorcists used the power of Lucifer to cast out lower rank demons.  Abuses were abundant inside the Church because anyone could claim that he/she was inspired by the Holy Spirit to cast out demons. The people, who alleged to have the exorcism power, did this for money, pride and status within the community and the local Church. This problem was identical to the Church in Corinth regarding the gift of Tongues. 

It was precisely because of these abuses in the ministry of  exorcist that in the year 416 Pope Innocent order that no one could perform an exorcism without the order of the Bishop. 

A lay person who prays for deliverance from demons offers a private prayer, calling upon the common priesthood of the faithful and the power  granted by Christ to all believers.  The priest who prays for deliverance from demons also recites a private prayer. Assuming everything equal ( piety, knowledge, prudence, and integrity of life) between the priest and the lay person, the priest deliverance prayer is more efficacious than that of the lay person, because the priest calls upon his ministerial priesthood, Jesus's power and authority to bless the possessed. When an exorcist performs an exorcism, the efficacy is greater still, because the exorcist is practicing a sacramental, which is a public prayer, invoking the intercessory of the entire Church. 

The Lord always makes exception for holy lay people.  The Lord takes faith into account.  Blessed Raymond of Capua, spiritual director 

confessor and biographer of St. Catherine of Siena , tells us when an exorcist could not expel a demon, Blessed Raymond would send the possessed to St. Catherine. The saint would always drive out the demon. Her prayer was not an exorcism; she was neither an exorcist nor a priest. But SHE WAS a SAINT.  She was always OBEDIENT to her spiritual director and to her bishop. She had all the virtues that made her holy: unconditinal love to the possessed, humility and obedience to Holy Mother Church through her bishop, faith and hope in Jesus Christ, Our Lord and Saviour. 
If you read the stories of the mystic saints, they never trusted their own judgment as to the authenticity of a vision or locution. In fact a mystic is more subject to obedience because of the danger of falling into pride. If he/she is not careful, what happened to the devil can happen to him/her - pride can corrupt the gift he/she has received. Every mystic saint had a spiritual director to whom the saint listened and obeyed. 

My spiritual director told me this story.  Before I joined his assistant team, there was a lay person on the team who was granted two extraodinary authentic gifts.  He thought himself to be so 'perfect' that he could be guided by the Holy Spirit and not by my spiritual director. Pride was slowly creeping into his mind. Gradually, the person became more and more proud and left the team.   Later he lost the 2 gifts. 

Recommendation: 

You seem to be blessed with two charisms 1)  charism of  deliverance from evil presences and  2) charism of  discernment of evil presences which are rare gifts . The second gift is useful to diagnose or to detect the causes of evil presences. 
Following the example of St. Catherine of Siena , I'd recommend that 
1) You seek a spiritual director and/or confessor so the priest can advise you on how best to use your charisms to help the Church in the  ministry of exorcist. 

2) You  should speak to your pastor or spiritual director to obtain the bishop's permission to perform deliverance prayer. Remember St. Catherine of Siena never seeked to replace the exorcist, she always played a supporting role, to help the exorcist, in obedient to her spiritual director. 

Bishop should grant special permissions for faithful catholic lay person to use these two gifts to assist the exorcist based on the following 5 criteria: 

1 The alleged charismatic must be a person highly regarded for his/her prayer life,  faith, charity and judgement. 

2 The alleged charismatic relies solely on the Word of God and uses common prayers, without any strange attitudes or theatrics. 

3  The alleged charismatic is completely detached from monetary ambition. 

4  The alleged charismatic is profoundly humble. Even when it comes to charisms, whoever advertises his so-called gifts probably has none.  The true charismatic treasures obscurity. The charism becomes known by indirect means and with great discretion, never through self-promotion. He/she speaks with great humility. 

5  The only way to know if God has truly given someone a charism is by experiencing his gifts.  The difference between a true prophet and a false one is this: what the true prophet says will come to pass.  
When an exorcist is blessed with the aid of a true charismatic lay person that has a rare gift of deliverance from evil and evil presences, the exorcist undoubtedly receives great help. 

If you recall the Church new guideline in investigating marian apparitions, the last step is: 

Once the visionary is proven credible, a group of panel will subject him or her to some interviews facilitated by exorcists to rule out if Satan is behind the Apparition or not. 
The exorcist is the best priest to determine if the person is either oppressed, obsessed or possessed by the devil because exorcist is trained, authorized and received power from Christ through the Church to execute the duties of his office. 

In conclusion I would like to leave you with this reflection 

Jesus assured the apostles and their successors, the popes and the bishops (in communion with Rome )  "He who listens to you listens to me, and he who rejects you rejects me" (Luke 10:16). Jesus promised to guide his Church into all truth (John 16:12–13). We can have confidence that his Church teaches only the truth. 

For the Sake of His Sorrowful Passion, Have Mercy on us and all 
the Whole World. 

Mary, Mother of God, pray for us. 

St. Joseph, foster father of the Redeemer, pray for us 

St. Benedict, pray for us. 

All the Angels and Saints pray for us
